UNFINISHED BUSINESS:  Daryl Ritchie, property owner of 297 Woodside Drive, was in attendance, and requested a follow-up to his previous question regarding the closure of the cross pipes on Woodside Drive affecting his property due water discharge from the cross pipes. The Board of Supervisors had inspected the site on April 16, 2024, and Chairman Helbig had composed a letter of explanation regarding the necessity and function of the pipes, and included a topographic contour map of the area of 297 Woodside Drive. Roadmaster Prout will make another site visit.  
NEW BUSINESS:  EMC Sal DiPippa introduced the Board to the Knox Box, a rapid access system, used by emergency responders, that provides non-destructive emergency access, by keys, to commercial and residential properties. Further information will follow at the July Board meeting.
