MINUTES OF MEETING OF MARCH 5, 2024: Motion made by Chairman Helbig to approve the minutes of the regular Board of Supervisors meeting of March 5, 2024, and seconded by Mr. Culp.  Motion passed unanimously.


PAYMENT OF INVOICES:	 Total of all invoices presented: $20,082.64

TREASURER’S REPORT: As of April 2, 2024, there was $374,750.70 plus interest in the General Fund; $377,349.98 plus interest in the New Admin Building Fund; $250,884.72 plus interest in State Funds, and $160,668.48 plus interest in the American Rescue Plan Act Funds, with a total of $1,163,653.88 plus interest.

The 2024 Notice of Payment for Liquid Fuels Tax Fund has been received from PennDOT. The amount of $118,653.45 was paid on March 11, 2024. The Treasurer has included the mandated expenditure percentage amounts for equipment and roads, for approval by the Board of Supervisors.

2024 Street Project:  H&K Group, Inc., the awarded lowest bidder, has returned two copies each of the fully executed Notice of Intent to Award, Performance bond, Payment bond, certificate of insurance, Anti-Collusion Affidavit, and Affidavit Accepting Provisions of the Workmen’s Compensation Act. PennDOT Form MS-944 to be fully executed by the Board of Supervisors upon review and acceptance of the documents provided, as required. All documents received from H&K Group, Inc. were reviewed for compliance by Solicitor London.
